delivered from on-dock facilities. The carrier will not handle any container 

improperly loaded or any container loaded in excess of its marked capacity. 

Should overweight 20' containers be loaded to a rail car, it will be returned to the 

Marine Terminal and will be subject to applicable charges a minimum of USD 

$1000.  Any containers whose weights are mis-declared by the shipper are subject 

to a fine of USD $3000 per container. These are rail weight guidelines, all 

shipments must also comply with State/Province, Federal and Municipal highway 

safety and weight limitations.
