To avoid any misunderstandings, Electric Vehicles (including scooters) and Hybrid Vehicles
installed with Lithium batteries are classified as Dangerous Goods and are regulated for
international ocean transport under the IMDG Code. It is hot possible to use Special
Provision 961 to declare Electric and Hybrid Vehicles installed with Lithium batteries as
NON-DG on any container vessel.

Kindly provide the necessary documents for Dangerous Goods’ application at the time of
booking, including the correct cargo description.
Please be advised that undeclared Dangerous Goods will not be loaded.
