Handling Charge on export (SHO) as follows:

= USD 400 per container (Dry)
= USD 500 per container (Reefer)

The SHO will apply for all Venezuelan export ports (except Guaranao) to all
destinations, with effect from January 5, 2018.

The Ocean Tariff rates as well as Bunker-related surcharges, Security-related
surcharges, Terminal Handling Charges (THCs) remain unchanged respectively as
announced and can be found here.

Other local charges and contingency surcharges may apply in addition.
